1- EVEN
The Friar was never short of money, even so, he had to earn his living by begging.
We use even so to make a contrast, to mean ‘despite something’. It has a similar meaning to however or nevertheless.
2- SUGGESTED

The Host suggested that they should entertain themselves by telling each other stories.

Suggest + noun phrase

Can you suggest a good restaurant in this part of town?

· If we need to mention the person who receives the suggestion, we use a to-construction:

My teacher suggested an exam I could take at the end of the year. (or My teacher suggested an exam to me which I could take at the end of the year.)

Not: My teacher suggested me an exam …

Suggest + that-clause

I suggest (that) you leave here around four o’clock. The traffic gets very bad from about 5 onwards.

· When suggest is in the past, we can use should in the that-clause:

Her doctor suggested that she should reduce her working hours and take more exercise.

3- ACCUSED

Palamon accused Arcite of being in love with his lady.

accuse sb of (doing) sth He is accused of misleading investors about the financial health of the company.
accuse sb of sth He has accused him of fraud

4- ADMITTED 

Palamon admitted he had escaped from Theuseus’s prison the previous day.

Palamon admitted being escaped from…

Palamon admitted his escape from…

to agree that something is true, especially unwillingly: 

 (+noun) He admitted his guilt/mistake.

[ + (that) ] She admitted (that) she had made a mistake.

[ + -ing verb ] She admitted making a mistake.

5- WONDERED 

Chanticleer wondered about the animal in his dream.

wonder about sth/ sb Sometimes I wonder about the origins of the universe and where we came from.
6- DUE

Pertelot said that dreams were due to eating too much at night.

due to( because of A lot of her unhappiness is due to boredom.
The bus was delayed due to heavy snow

7- NEVER

Chanticleer had never seen a fox before.

8- PROMISED 

The fox promised not to hurt Chanticleer if he came down from the tree. 
(The fox promised Chanticleer that he wouldn’t have hurt him if he had come…)

Promise + to I promise to finish the work by the end of the week.

Promise sb that + clause I promised my mom that I would buy some flowers for her

Promise sb+ sth My parents have promised me a bike

9- REGRETTED

The fox regretted being so proud.

[ + -ing verb ] I have always regretted not having studied harder at school.

(regret sth)  I regret my harsh tone

[ + to infinitive ] formal British Airways regret to announce the cancellation of flight to Madrid.

10- ALTHOUGH

The Nun’s Priest’s said that everyone could learn a lesson from his story, although it was only about animals.

despite the fact that: 

She walked home by herself, although she knew that it was dangerous.

but: 

She'll be coming tonight, although I don't know exactly when.
